Electrical Grounding and Bonding 
Grounding and bonding is a source of confusion for many professionals, including home inspectors. This course provides a thorough examination of grounding in service panels, sub panels, panels in separate buildings (such as detached garages) and panels in apartment style condominiums and townhouses. The effects of parallel paths, EMF and back-feeding are examined. Also discussed is evaluating grounding in older electrical services, recent requirements for grounding electrodes and the proper grounding of cable TV, dish antennae, and telephone wiring. We’ll also explain how AC power works and why electricity needs to go to ground. You’ll need a basic understanding of residential electrical systems for this class, which is based on the 2017 National Electric Code.

New Technologies in Residential Construction
This constantly revised course examines new residential construction products in heating, cooling, insulation, roofing and plumbing. Some of these products are truly new technologies, developed in response to recent code changes and/or safety issues. Many of these are a response to rising energy costs and environmental demands. A few of them are not really “new” at all, having been unsuccessfully introduced many years ago and now “repackaged” for the 21st century. All products presented in the session are accepted by the appropriate national model codes, such as the International Residential Code and the National Electric Code.  The driving forces behind the development of each new product as well as specifically what the home inspector needs to know about each of these are discussed in detail.
